The Problem Art

A Special Supplement to

Benko’s Bafflers
by Pal Benko

I was glad to see that many solvers,
realizing that they had no chance fo
win a prize, nevertheless continued to
send in solutions to our solving con-
test. Although I feel our first solving
contest was a success, it seems there are
many “practical” players who do not yet
realize that one does not have to be a
problemist to enjoy problems and stu-
dies.

That is the purpose of the present ar-
ticle: to demonstrate how ideas for stu-
dies and mating problems can come from
practical play, thereby bringing the prac-
tical player closer to an appreciation of
the artistic side of chess. At the same
time I offer a guide to help you solve
compositions by learning to apply prac-
tical principles to this art.

What Is a Chess Problem?

A composed endgame problem is
called a study, while a composed mating
position is called a problem. But there
is more, as we shall see.

In order to solve a problem we must
understand exactly the meaning of a
problem, To make this clearer, let us
see an example of how an experience
from an actual game led to the birth of
a study.

Many leading masters, including sev-
eral World Champions such as Botvin-
nik, have created chess compositions. To
illustrate how the idea for a beautiful
study came from an actual game, see the
following diagram, from a friendly game
between Liutov and Botvinnik.

Botvinnik

Liutov

Black to Move

1. .cccoo..y P-KR4!; 2. QxP (necessary be-
cause 2.

Botvinnik wrote: “The end was so un-
expected that for a moment my oppo-
nent did not notice that the game was
over.”

Why was the mate so unexpected? The
reason is that it is a “pure” mate, that
is, every escape square for the White
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King is covered by an enemy piece only
once, or blockaded by White’s own
pieces, a circumstance which very sel-
dom oceurs in actual play. We can al-
most hear Botvinnik's opponent exclaim:
“What luck that such a mate was in
the position; otherwise my extra piece
would win.”

Euwe’s statement is interesting: “Since
the chess game is primarily a fight, the
artistic element ocecurs only accidentally:
basically it belongs to the problem
world."

Botvinnik then took this “accidental”
idea, and created a “deliberate” work of
art, a chess composition, with the help
of an experienced endgame composer.
Here it is:

Botvinnik 1925

Solution: 1. P-N4ch, K-R5; 2, B-Ré!,
QxB; 3. @-R2ch, K-N4; 4. Q-Q2ch, N-B5;

As we can see in the above position,
economy is an important feature—every
piece in the composition has a specific
function—whereas in the original game,
none of the Queenside pawns are neces-
sary for the idea. Further, the solution
is not all done with checks as in the
game, and there is a fine quiet move
(2. B-R86).

It is obvious that not every position
in which mate is possible in a given
number of moves can be a problem. A
problemm must be more than simply a
mating position. As Sam Loyd phrased
it: *. . . a problem differs from an end-
game in actual play only in that mate
is generally effected by more brilliant
or extraordinary moves, and that useless
pieces are eliminated.”

From this we learn that to approach a
problem as you would approach a game
position is not enough. You must find
the idea in the problem and know that
this idea is carried through by artistic
“extraordinary” means.

From the History of Problems
Problem-making has an old tradition;
let us examine a position from the old-

esl European Lkook on chess, *“Juegos
Axedrez, dados y tablas,” written in the
13th century. The book gives no games,
rather it presents 150 problems on beau-
tifully painted miniature diagrams. Ma-
ny of these positions use pieces which
at that time moved differently than they
do now, such as the Bishop and Queen.
However, this need not concern us here
—the pieces in the following position
move in the modern manner.

Obviously Black, at that time, could
move first. Right now White is threat-
ening immediate mate, but this is com-
mon in the old problems—the idea was
fo make the position as dramatic as
possible.

The solution: 1. ........, N-R5ch; 2. RxN,
RxNch; 3. KxR, R-Qé mate. An unex-
pected pure mate., This little problem
from the ancients is still fresh today.
The position really lies somewhere be-
tween a study and a problem.

From the ancient history of the prob-
lem art, we go to the *“Golden Age,”
which began about 100 years ago. Here
is one of the classical examples, a real
problem that stands up quite well today.

White mates in three

This problem could be very difficult
for the practical player—he would nat-
urally try to use the Queen and Rook,
perhaps with the help of the White
King, to surround the helpless Black
King. The key move, 1. K-Q7!!, looks
paradoxical because the King is leaving
the scene of action. You can see that
the move must be a good one since I
have given it three exclamation marks,
but the reason for the exelamation
marks is that when making this move,
the solver must see the two beautiful
moves which follow, also deserving of
exclamation marks, After Black’s only
move, 1. ......, K-K4, there comes the
astonishing 2. R-Q5, giving up the Rook
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in the middle of the board, and after
7 TRt . KxR (only), White delivers the
“unbelievable” mate, 3. Q-Q4. Every
move is artistic and well concealed. This
miniature miracle (positions with seven
pieces or less are called miniatures) hap-
pened with only five pieces on the board.

In this position, and characteristic of
the problems of the period, none of
White’s moves confain a threat—it is all
done with zugzwang.

As we explained earlier, and as we
can see in the problem above, the ordi-
nary practical approach would not have
sufficed. In a game, one looks for the
strongest move in order to make prog-
ress—in a problem it is usually just the
opposite, Beginning with the classical
period, it became customary, although
not obligatory, to avoid checks and cap-
tures on the first move (to emphasize
that the key move should not be strong
or aggressive). There are times when
such moves are unavoidable, however:
I refer particularly to the “task” prob-
lems in the February issue. The solu-
tions t{o the “U”, “S” and “F” (twin)
problems “violate” this rule. But this
task required that problems be con-
structed in a specified shape and a speci-
fied size, and even include “twins.” Thus,
even though a capture is made on the
first move, only a pawn is taken; do
not bother looking at first moves where
a piece is captured.

The Bolt from the Blue

Here is a position by the famous mas-
ter and endgame connoisseur, Richard
Reti:

But it is
soon realized that this is not so easy—
until we discover the hidden mate pos-
sibility.

A surprising solution; one
woullld think that the only way to win
was to stop the pawn, but no, it is al-
lowed to become a Queen,

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RATING SUPPLEMENT, SPRING 1968

INTRODUCTION
by E. B. Edmondson, USCF Executive Director

The Annual Rating List published in December 1967 was
prepared amidst the confusion of elosing down our old quarters
in preparation for the move to Newburgh. This move was
vitally important to our goal of better service to USCF
mambers through improved efficiency in their main office, but
in late October we did face several uncertainties regarding
operations during the winter of 1967-1968. Among the possible
problems:

1. We did not know how long it would take organizers and
members all over the country to get in the habit of sending
tournament announcements, rating reports, memberships, and
other essential correspondence to our new address.

2, We knew the short but necessary shutdown occasioned
by the move would create an imposing backlog of material
to be processed when we did get back into full operation.

3. Although we had investigated for months in advance
and planned the Newburgh move to the best of our ability,
we knew that a variety of unforeseen factors could easily upset
our timetable for reestablishing the office at its new location.

4. Qur investigations had indicated a favorable labor
market in Newburgh, bue we could not be sure how long it
would take to locate, hire, and train the right people for each
of the four positions which had to be filled as quickly as
possible after the move.

THANKS LARGELY TO YOU, the move was accomplished
smoothly and without a hitch! Mr. USCF Member, orchids to
you for your cooperation and understanding during the months
just past., The flow of correspondence changed from New York
to Newburgh almosi without a hiteh, and each of you exercised
the utmost patience in allowing your business office sufficient
time to deal with individual problems which arose during
the transition period.

Additionally, we worked hard at getting set up here in
Newburgh and we were extremely fortunate in that nothing
unforeseen developed in connection with the move. We were
most fortunate of all in being able to acquire and train a
competent new staff with almost no delays, and—to the
thousands of you who follow your ratings closely—the prime
member of this staff may well be our rating statistician, Mrs.
Lynne Hedberg.

Lynne has done a tremendous job in a very short time.
When she joined us in November, a backlog of five weeks’
work had accumulated since the 1967 Annual List was pre-
pared. She was faced not only with the task of learning her
new duties and tackling this backlog, but also with the heavier-
than-usual influx of rating reports which always occurs during
the busy fall-winter chess season, Her response to this chal-
lenge has been simply great; every tournament report received
in this office by January 9 (closing date for the Spring list)
has been rated and included. (If you played in a tournament
which finished before that date but which has not yvet been
rated, the report just wasn’t sent in soon enough.)

We feel certain that Lynne will funection with even greater
efficiency in the months to come as she becomes more and
more familiar with USCF. YOU can help her to make each
succeeding list better and more current. Here's how!

TOURNAMENT ORGANIZERS

As you all know, the only evenis which can he USCF
rated are those sponsored by USCF Affiliates in which all the
contestants are USCF members. To insure that your competi-
tion will be rated, we ask your cooperation in the form of the
following steps to be performed at each event.

1. Check that every player has in his possesion a valid.
current USCF membership card.

2. In the case of ORANGE cards, be sure the holder will
be under 21 years of age at expiration date.

3. Collect dues from each playver who cannot show a cur-
rent membership card; collect another $5 from each holder
of an orange card whose junior status will terminate before
the expiration date shown on the card.
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4, Retain your 20% affiliate commission on the dues
collected, and forward all dues information and money to
USCF as soon as possible,

BE SURE TO GIVE COMPLETE NAME AND AD-

DRESS, INCLUDING ZIP CODE, FOR EVERY PERSON

FROM WHOM DUES HAVE BEEN COLLECTED.

BE SURE TO INDICATE EXACTLY WHAT TYPE

LONG A TIME, AND IN WHAT AMOUNT.

DON'T WAIT UNTIL YOUR TOURNAMENT RATING
REPORT IS READY BEFORE SENDING DUES IN-
FORMATION TO US. IT IS IMPORTANT THAT THE
NEW OR RENEWAL MEMBER GET HIS MEMBER-
SHIP CARD AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. TRY TO FOR-
WARD THE NECESSARY INFORMATION TO US
WITHIN 72 HOURS.

Your help is vital to the well-being of your Federation and
to the improved service we are striving so hard to make reality.

RATING REPORT SENDERS

You are all-important to the future of our rating system.
We can make our ratings more inclusive, more accurate, more
up to date, if you submit your ratng reports with greater
timeliness. All reports should reach us within two weeks
after conclusion of play—even sooner if possible! This en-
ables us to rate tournaments in the proper chronological
order, maintain an even workload, and make each succeed-
ing list more accurate as well as more timely. (Late reports
cause delay and distortion of the true ratings.)

We repeat here the supplementary instructions previously
announced for sending rating reports. Further details are
given in our rating forms: however, these apply only if not
contradicted below. PLEASE SAVE THIS LIST AND FOL-
LOW THE INSTRUCTIONS.

1. Use the Rating Report Forms furnished by USCF, or a
reasonable facsimile,

2. In filling out the tournament report, give the FULL
NAMES of all players. This should be done on the report
itself, not on a separate list,

3. If a plaver is from out of state, note his home state
beside his name. If a player lives in the state in which the
tournament is held, no comment is necessary unless he has
moved recently—in which case you should clearly identify
both his former and present residence.

4. Street and city addresses are not required unless there
are two players with the same full name in the same state.

5. If a player has never played in a rated event before,
indicate this by placing a symbol beside his name. THIS IS
VERY IMPORTANT. The Director can easily obtain the in-
formation by asking players for whom ratings cannot be found.

6. It is no longer required that the players be arranged
on the rating report in the order of finish. They may instead
be listed in order of their pre-tournament ratings, as is usual-
ly done on the wall chart. If the tournament has 30 or more
players, you can save time by sending us the wall chart itself:
please check it for accuracy first, however, and be sure each
plaver’s full name is given.

7. Listing tie-breaking points is also unnecessary.

8. If an event has preliminaries, send them in as soon as
they finish; don't wait for the finals. If reporting league
matches that go on for most of the year, it is fairest to the
participants to send partial reports every three or four months
rather than one yearly report at the end of the league play.
But please do not send partial league reports of fewer than

four rounds.

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TOURNAMENT PLAYERS
There are many ways you can assist yourself, your local
organizer, and your USCF business office. Here are a few
suggestions.

1. When you register for a tournament, always be sure the
organizer has your complete name, properly spelled, and
your address. Tell him if you have moved recently.

2. If you played in a tournament prior to January 9 and your
name is not on this list, dont write to us unless your
tournament is included among the “Events Rated for this
List.” If your tournament is not one of the events listed,
it wasn't submitted on time and writing to us will only
create further delays. The person for vou to see is the
man responsible for submitting the rating report!

3. When you do have occasion to speak to an organizer about
probable late submission of a rating report, remember,
there may have been a reason. Perhaps he is doing the
job all by himself in your area, and could use some
assistance. Surprise the man—don't just complain—offer
to help!

4, When it does become necessary to write to your USCF
rating statistician, be concise and to the point. Give all
the details of your rating problem or question, but do
not include memberships, merchandise orders, or ques-
tions on other subjects in the same letter. Doing so usually
creates more problems and slows down or sidetracks the
reply.

5. Only the mechanics of rating system application are ac-
complished by the rating statistician. Please do not address

IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT

At a January 1968 meeting in Milwaukee, USCF Ratings
& Pairings Committee Chairman Arpad E. Elo and USCF
Secretary Dr. Leroy Dubeck discussed “The Proposed USCF
Rating System” from our August 1967 issue. Minor var-
iances from the original proposal were agreed upon and
the suggestion made that it become effective April 1, 1968.
USCF President Marshall Rohland, who was present during
the discussions, approved this plan.

Actually, the change is not a new “System” but a re-
finement of that which has been in effect since 1960. This
refinement will make our calculations more exact and,
it 1s expected, will reverse the deflationary trend recently
detected in our ratings.

A full explanation, with examples which will enable
you to calculate your own rating, is being prepared ior
publication in an early issue of CHESS LIFE—April if
possible, certainly no later than May. Meantime, remember
that calculations for the current list were made as described
in the July 1967 CHESS LIFE. This method will also be
used for the rating list to be published in June 1968.
Beginning with calculations made after April 1, which
will be published in the list of September 1968 and there-
after, the new method will be used.
