ORTHODOX DEFENSES to the Queen's Pawn 
Game encounter a gauntlet of trying problems. 

Black's Queen Bishop, for example, is the perennial 
offender in most, usual variations. Its development 
leaves the Queen Knight Pawn unguarded, and this, 
in turn , is subject to peremptory exploitatioll. Sym­
metrica l lines give White a lasting initiative; other 
l ines, emanating from these defenses, grant \'\Thite 
spacious domain and sound structures, while Black 
is cramped and often crippled. Orthodox defenses 
leave much to be desired . 

Irregula r and independent defenses also suffer 
from certain drawbacks. In short, Black's lot is not 
a happy one.

With the points to be solved in proper focus, 
however, the pursuit has been fo r II defense which 
yields a measu re of lebensraum and counter-play, 
without risking too many structural defects. Such 
is the Dutch Defense_ 

The trpicol position in the Dutch Defense 

After the moves, 1 P-Q4., P-K3 2 P-QB4, Black 
essays 2 ... P-KB4. Immediately, the paltern.9f the 
position is unbalanced . White presses on his Q5, 
wh ile Black bears down on his K5 . Poin t and counter­
point. By the very nature of his defense, Black enjoys 
a minimal initiative. Add to this the desirab ility of 
determining the opening and that of employing a not 

too well analyzed sequence of moves, and there I S 

reason enough 10 justify the Dutch, 
The Dutch, sometimes called the Hollandish De­

fense, dates from 1775, when it was fi rst noted in 
Traite des Amateurs. In 1779, it was elaborated 
upon ill Stein's NOllvel Essai sILr le des Echecs. 
Today, it is included in the reperto ire of leading mas­
ters, with World Champion Botvinnik among its 
stalwart di sc iples. 

The Dutch a rises as follows: 
1 P_Q4 P_K3 

The ori ginal Hollandish Defense arose 
after 1 P- Q4, P-KB·1. While the inter­
polation, 1 . 1'-K3, lea yes Black open 
to a Defense'", it is a risk which 
he IllIlSt assllme. Otherwise, he must 
chance the perilous Staunton Gambit: 
1 P - Q1, P-KB·] 2 P -K4! in which each 
side t reads on thin ice. While it is pos-

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sible tha t the gambit may be contained. 
PI'ac tical odds faYOI' the aggressor. A 
mod el game, Denker-Dake, Syracuse, 
1934, runs as follows: 2 .. PxP 3 P_ 
KBS, P-K3 4 N-Q2, PxP 5 KNxP, N­
K133 6 B- Q3, P- B4 7 0 - 0, PxP 8 N- N5, 
P - Q4 9 NxRP, with a powerful attack.

T he Dutch Defense as it is generally 
played today. From the point of view 
of dominating the central squares. the 
formation favors White. Observe that 
his Pawns strike at Ki), Q5, QD5 and 
QN5- sQuares in or near the center­
while Black's Pawns strike at K5, KN5 
and Q4. Those squares of immediate mo­
ment, however, are White's Q5 and 
Black's K5. Though important [01 ' t he 
long term, the other squareS are or sub· 
sidiary Significance. 

One other consideration is worthy of 
note. The advance of Black's King Dish· 
op Pawn-a Pawn in Blacl,'s King's sec· 

tOl'- has a tendency to weaken the mon­
arch's pOSition. It is for this reason, in 
fact, that the Staunton Gambit (men­
tioned previously) is tenable. 

'rhe unbalanced nature of the text 
pOSition indicates a fighting game, with 
threats and counter-threats in difCerent 
fields . 

3 P- KN3 

Preparatory to the fian chetto of the 
King Bishop, which is a direct challenge 
to Black's control of hi s K5. 

Alternate lines grant White equally 
good prospects. Even the simple devel­
opment of each Knight at 13S, follow ed 
by B- KB4, P- K3 and 13- Q3 is fair 
enough. The text line is in fayor today, 
possibly because it is ' meeting with 
success. 

3 N- KB3 

Developing apace and bearing down 
on K5 . 

4 B- N2 

As per plan. 
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4 •... 9_K2 

4 . . . D- N5t bas been trleti and founti 
wanting. Wbite can play 5 8 - Q2 or 5 
N- Q2, In each case with the better pros· 
peets. The latter may be preterred since 
t be Bishop at N5 is practically com· 
m itted to the exchange of Bishop for 
Knight-a welcome exchange rOI' White. 

5 N_K93 

Thi s move, as is well·known, com· 
mands vital center squares, Alternatives 
are 5 N-Q2 and 5 N- KR3. The tormer 
practically torces Black to atiopt the 
Stonewall formation with 5 ... P-Q4, 
since it threatens 6 P-K4, opening lines 
wh ich will eventually lead to the Black 
K ing. True enough, the Stonewall is 
playable. Wi th Black's laggl\rd develop· 
ment, howeve r, he must be wary or 
creating holes in his position. (Note the 
hole at Black's K4, after the nlove ... 
P-Q4.) The maneuver 5 N-I{R3- D4 has 
also been trieti with fall' s uccess, 

It Is tilfficult to say which or t he a lter· 
natives g ra nts White the best prospects. 
W hi te s tands well in each line. 

5. . . . 0-0 

Betore defining his plan for bringing 
out the rest of his forces, Dlack gets bis 
King Into comparative sarety. 

6 0_0 

White follows suit. While stili controls 
the greater portioll of the central 
squares a nd maintains the minimal inl· 
tlatlve vested in him with the first move. 

6 ••. • P-Q4 
Tbe lext Is tbe Stonewall formation. 

BlaCK'S Pawns are posted as n powerful 
barrier against enemy Incursion. To boot, 
Black fortifies bis hold all the square K5. 
Despite these salient features, lhe move 
has Inherent defects. For one thing, 
Wbite now gains unchallenged command 
of h is K5. Again, Black's position is 
bac kwal'd and w ith a serious hole a t his 
K4. Nevertheless, it is d lmcu lt Cor Wbite 
to exploit the defects and, If he is 
slightly remiss, Black can work up a 
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creditable onslaught against the White 
K ing by transferring his men to that side 
of the board. 

The alternative line is 6 .. , P--Q3. T he 
game might then pursue the following 
course: 7 N-B3, Q-Kl S R- K l , Q-R4 9 
P-K4, PxP 10 NxP, NxN 11 RxN, N-I33 
12 B- B'l, B-B3 13 P-KR4, P- KR3 14 .R­

Black's development Is defiCient and h is 
backll'ard King Pawn is a ch ronic weak· 
ness.

To transfer the Queen Bishop to an 
effective diagonal on the left wing.

Part and parcel of the Stonewall for· 
matlon. Black's plan is to huild an in· 
vu lnerable Pawn barrier and then pro­
ceed s lowly with his men to the King­
side. The Idea is good , It it works! 

8 N-K5 

White, however, is not wi thout re­
sou rce, One tbing is a lmost certain: If, 
In a given position. one sIde has an ad· 
\'Iultage, correct play can do no worse 
t han maintain an even balance. White's 
ativantage in the present set up is 
ma l'ked, He controls tbe greater portion 
or tbe center; his hold on K5 cannot be 
c hallenged by an adverse Pawn and he 
has considerable more le be nsraum. A 
Black K nigh t at Us K5 cnn be driven by 
a Wb lte Pawn. Consequently. at best, 
Black may achieve only equality. 

W hite's Knight on K5 now dominates 
the midsection In a1\ directions. 

8 . . . . QN-Q2 

Merely to bring out t he men and not 
necessar ily to swap Knights. 

9 N- Q3 

White can arIord to leave bis Knlgbt 
011 K5. For, if Black exchanges, White's 
Pawn on K5 exerts a cramping effect on 
Black's development. In res trained posi­
tions, bowever, e,'ery exchange s impll· 
ties and , to a small degree, lessens the 
problem of the delender. That is why 

White retreats. HIs Knlgbt on Q3 makes 
dlmcult any liberating attempt on Black's 
part. 

9 .... Q-K1 

To swing the Queen over to the King· 
IIlde, most likely to KR4. 

10 P_93 ! 

More tba n anything, this move shows 
up the weakness of Black's pOSition. Now 
Dlack cannot play ... N- K5. Moreover, 
White plans an e'ventual P-K4. Thus, 
Dlack's hold on h is K5 bas practically 
vanished. 

10 . . . . P- QN3 

'1'0 tree the Queen Bis hop for ac tion 
via the Queen·slde. 

11 B-N2 B_N 2 

Development goes on apace. 
12 N-Q2 

Heady ing for P- l{·1, 
12 . , , ' P-B4 ! 

This break Is h ighly necessary. Other­
wise, after P-K~-5. Black will remain 
permanently cramped. 

13 P-K3 

Thus, Black llRs contained White's 
threat of P-K~ III the n ick of time.

l<'rom here on, Black's position Is some· 
what [reer thall before. White's advan' 
tage now is the weakness of Blac k's 
King Pawn. plus the fa ct tbat he can 
occupy his K5 at Borne later time, un· 
cllRJlenged by an enemy Pawn.

Conclusions and recommen dations 
The Dutcb Defense lalls in the cate· 

gory of the lesser 1I11111yzed open ings a nti, 
as such. gl'allts a player conversant wltb 
its details a c reditable oppor tunity to 
play for a win with the Black men, 
T heoretically, Whi te's structure Is the 
sounder. Not so much so. however, as to 
prove fata l.

WHEN Knights a re developed on the wing and Bishops a re 
swapped fo r Knights with impunity, sacrosanct tenets are 

violated. The cul prit ought 10 be punished. Instead, here 
he is rewarded ! Dutch master, s. Landau (White) defeats 
the inimitable Tartakover in the following game al Rotterdam, 
1931. The game begins with 1 P-Q4, P- K3 2 P- QB4, P-KB4 
3 P- KN3, N- KB3 4 B--N2, reaching diagram L 

3 The secret is out. White 
plays 10 N-B4, and the 

Knight is no longer on a 
limb ; it is well centralized. 
Black plays 10 ... P-QB3, 
and White increases the 
pressure with 11 Q-N3. 
After 11 . . . 0 -0, While 
breaks wit h 12 P- B3!

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THE TREASURY OF CHESS LORE, 
edited by Fred Rein/eld, published by 
DAVlD !o.IcKAY COMPANY, INC. 306 pp., 
S3.9S. 

JUST as lhere are nuvdists and biogra· 
phers whose eminence and skill in creative 
wriling make it necessary for the appear­
ance of only an announcement of their 
next work to make the reading public 
storm the book shops for published copies, 
so there is Fred Reinfeld ill the field of 
chess. A master chessplayer in his own 
right, with access to an enormous library 
of the world's chess literature, a gifted 
writer whose enthusiasm and love for the 
royal game are infectiously transmitted 
to his paragraphs, resembling Dr. Tar­
lakover in his ability to evoke a volume 
on human psychology and flavorful wit 
through the means of a single trenchant 
quip, Reinfeld has again placed in his 
debt every chess player who finds vicarious 
del ight in learning more of the vast lore 
associated with the 64 magic squares and 
the 32 mtrcurial pieces. 

The Treasury of Chess Lore is a rich 
anthology concentrating on the human 
side of chess, certainly its most fascinating 
phase. Under such tempting headings as 
"The Wood pushers," "The Golden Age," 
"The Modern Masters," "Chess Lore," 
"Chess Celebrities," an d "Of Chess and 
Chess players," Reinfcld has chosen stor­
ies, anecdotes, memoirs, profiles and even 
poems certain to give even the reader ig­
norant of chess titillation enough to want 
to learn the game and its fabulous person­
alit ies. Who could resist George Walker's 
account, as an ebull ient contemporary, of 
life at the Cafe de la Regence? Or Kester 
Svendsen's unforgettable "Last Round"? 
We find contributions by Jean Jacques 
Rousseau, Walter Pulitzer, George San­
tayana; G. H. niggle brings to pulsing 
li fe the classic match hetween Labour­
donnais and McDonnell; Nat Halper has 
an uproariolls last word on the correct 
pronounciation of the masters' names. 
We hear from Marshall, Kmoch, 
'l'artakover, C . .I. S. Purdy, Edward Lask­
er, Golombek, Dr. Tarrasch as well as 
from the wife of that great English writer, 
Carlyle. We are alllused once more at 
the hoax of Von Kempelen's chcss·play­
ing automaton, and we hear how Sammy 
Reshevsky once drove a car through the 
heart of Chicago's business section at the 
tender and inspired age of eight-a feat, 
this Chicago reviewer might add, which 
surpasses in difficulty any of Sammy's 
most elaborate combinations! 

Some of us have been playing over 
the games of the great ma~ters for years 
without knowing much alJOUl th e men who 
played thoso games. The Tr easury of 
Chess Lore abounds in delightful touches 
about the masters: "Boncou rt receives 
beatings better than any other Frenchman 
of his day, shrugging lip his ~hO\llders 

and replacing the illen when defeated, 
with a nonchalance perfectly edifying ... . 
Staunton himself in one case can do no 
more than helplessly declare: 'It seems 
utterly impossible for either player to 
save the game.' .. .. Labourdonnais talked 
and la ughed a greal deal a l intervals, 
when winning, and swore tolerahly round 
oalhs in a pretty aud ibl e voice, when fate 
ran counter to his sc\ lemes . . Buckle 
was always very posi tive, and few cared 
to contradict him. His rapid talk was not 
like his play, for thi~ was very deliberate 
.... Hegarding DlisChotimirsky's win 
OI gai nst Lasker, it is said that he in· 
furiated the World Champion by pre· 
tending to be deeply ahsorbed in a 
Japanese translation of Also Sprach 
Zarathustr(L during their game !. 
Sammy insisted on taking the wheel, al· 
though he had to stretch hi s neck to get 
his eyes barely level with the windshield 
to sec where he was going. . . Brass i~ 

the 'baby' of the tourney, having attained 
his third birthday less than twenty years 
ago. . \Vhen Blackburne played blind­
fold chess, he concentrated so profoundly 
that he lost the senses of touch, taste, and 
smell. ... Mason confided, in an under­
tone: 'Steinitz has invented chess alto· 
gether, and Zukertort has invented 1 
P - K4.' ... ." 

It should be mentioned that the illus­
trations a re a delight, dealing among 
others with famous masters, beautifu l 
chess sets, the fascinat ing Automaton 
hoax and some of the great tournaments 
o( chess history. This is no sub-lreasury ! 

There is something in this book for 
everyone, whether it be Fred Wren's 
"Vacation in London" or I. A. Horowitz's 
pithy definition of a brilliancy. We recom­
mend it as an ideal Christmas present for 
the friend whom you've been trying to 
get to learn chess -and we think it's so ef­
fective that you might well demand your 
money back if, after reading it, the friend 
still refuses to enter Caissa's lists. 

And even then you might quote from 
lhis book: "Scandal has already smeared 
baseball, football and basketball. The onl y 
sports we can still trust arc chess COII­

tests and ma rble tournaments."

\Ve have had con!llderably more mall 
in reply to our I'equest fOJ' opinions on 
lhe (·man. old·style and the 4·man, new 
!;tyle Cla ss and PI'!ze Tournaments. 

Thel'e al'e, of CO Ul'!;e, qui te a number 
of pos t:t1!tes who want to retain the 
i·man tou1'lle),s. There are a lso a good 
nnmber who elther cite no preference 
or else sa), they al'e willing to take 
ei ther type according ns to what works 
best for Postal Chess. But the great 
majority vote tor the 4-man, douhle· 
round style. A lld , mostly, they ci te the 
increased rate on Ilostcards as the reason 
[or their preterence. 

For those who have stated tba t the 
confirmed postalltes will not drop out 
because of t he Increased postage, we 
grant that that Is true. Bu t there arc 
tllOse who will teel the Ilinch . Few may 
have to drop out; but why should a ny 
have to when we can remedy the In­
creased cost by the 4·man device? And, 
i f few drop ou t, many w ill nonetheless 
ha"e to cut down on the number of tou r· 
naments tbat they can enter. 

Hence there Is a ll added reason- from 
ollr poi nt of view-for the 4·man tour· 
naments. 'Ve can give (al' better service 
in fHUng orders for that style of tourna· 
ment. It takes less time to fin a 4·man 
section than n ' .man one ; and, for prac­
tical rensons, we ca n actually start a 
·I ·man section In play beCore it Is filled , 
whereas we have to hold all orders un 
the 7·man Is completely filled. Now, i f 
the volume ot orders is to drop, It be' 
I;omes Increasingly important to speed 
the process of re turll ing Illaying assign· 
ments 0 11 tbose few er orders more 
qu ickly. 

So we have decl del' to try the 4·man 
arrangement for both Class and P I'!ze 
Tournaments fo r 1052.

Timing 
fn reference to the 4-man, double·round 

tourneys, some postali tes have objected 
thut it is harder to answer two games in 
the snme 72 hours allowed per move and 
that all games tend to str ike on Mondays 
-aggravating that difficulty. 

It is harder to answer two games within 
the same time limit . It is psychologically 
harder, however, more th an otherwise. A 
player must tackle one game at a time, 
not allow himself to be distracted by any 
Ihotll;hts on the other game meanwhile. 
BUT, if he does so, the time elemen t is j ust 
the sume as for the same number of single 
games. First, players rarely get single 
games spaced out: two and morc constant­
ly urrive s imultaneously. The 72 hour 
limit is dcsigned to meet the needs, not of 
3 da}'s for anyone move, but of busy per· 
ioos during these 3 days and of having 
more than one game 10 study during that 
time. 

Hundled practically, 1'1'0'0 games pcr op· 
ponent are no harder to answer on time, 
than two games with two opponents. You 
do, " f cou rse, always have IWO games to· 
gcthcr. But it is simple enough, if nced be, 
10 answcr one the first day, hold Ihe card 
over and answer the second the next day, 
3 11d still havc one day to spare fo r a time· 
Iy rcply. If you are playing a mere six 
games, with great thought on each, the 
!)roccss is no worse than that or coping 
willi any unexpectedly simultaneous ar·
