First was the Hastings Christmas fes­
tival with Salo Flohr 8·1 , I. Kashdan 7%­
I %. Dr. M. Euwe 5-4 and Sultan Khan 
4%_4l/:;!. 

Next was London with World Cham­
pion Dr_ A. Alekhine 9-2, S. Flohr 8-3 
and I. Kashdan and Sultan Khan 71k3%. 

Alekhine won the most important tour­
nament of the year, Berne, Switzerland, 
with 12%-272, ahead of ten Swiss players 
and five other fon:ign masters: Dr. M. 
Euwe and S. Flohr 1172.3%, Sultan 
Khan 11 -4, Dr. O. S. Bernstein and 
Ewfim Bogolyubov 10-5. 

At Pasadena, California, Alekhine de­
feated I. Kashdan to score 8%-2'i2, ahead 
of Kashdan 7%-3%, A. Dab:, S. Reshev­
sky and H. Steiner 6-5_ 

In the first tournament of international 
flavor held in Mexico and organized by 
Mexican Champion, Capt. J. J. Araiza, 
Alekhine and Kashdan tied at 8%-72, 
ahead of Araiza 6·3 and Dr. J. A. Asiain 
572-3l/2. 

C_ n."laroczy, 13-4, won at Budapest, 
ahead of E. Canal 12-5, A. Steiner 11 ·6 
and L. Steiner and A. Lilienthal JO%-5'i2. 

At Bad Sliac, S. Flohr and Dr. M. Vid­
mar (in one of the latter's infrequent ap­
pearances) tied at 9%-31;2, ahead of V. 
Pirc ( then remarked on for his youth­
fulne~~) 8%-4% and E. Canal, C. 
Maroczy and R. Spielmann 8·5. 

In the Western Ches~ Association meet 
at Minneapolis, ?l-linnesota, R. Fine 9% 
led a ~trong field, ahead of S. Reshevsky 
9, F. Reinfeld 8'l2 and H. Steiner 7%. 

Sultan Khan rewon the British Cham­
pionship (F. 0_ Yates had won the year 
before) 8%-2%, ahead of C. H. O'D. 
Alexander 8-3. 

Karl Helling won the Berlin champion­
ship without a loss 8-2, ahead of L. 
UeUstab 772-3% and K. Richter 7-4_ 

In match-play, Dr. M. Euwe and S. 
Flohr tied twice in home and home 
matches. R. Spielmann won from E. 
Bogolyubov but lost to Euwe. And Flohr 
beat Sultan Khan. 

In simultaneous displays, records were 
made_ G. Koltanowski (who held the 
world blindfold record of 30 boards simul­
taneously) played 160 boards with sight 
of the board at Antwerp: 135 wins, 18 
draws and 6 losses. In Paris, Alekhine 
played 60 teams of five players: 37 wins, 
17 draws and 6 losses, ·and Capablanca 
at Havana played 66 teams of five: 46 
wins, 16 draws and 4 losses. In New York 
and against very strong teams, Alekhine 
surpassed by a small margin Capa's show­
ing again~t a similar group there in 1931 
against 50 teams of four players: 30 wins, 
14 draws and 6 losses for Alekhine.

A WORD FOR CHESS! 
Under the heading, "We Pulled a 

Honer." the Herald_Tribune of New Yorl, 
ran tlie following editorial. Nov. Sth: 

"The for mer 'Capt. Charles E. 'Clark. 
U .S.N., must have turned over in his 
grave yesterday as a result or our ell 
torial lamenting the passing of tfi.. 
battleship. In i t we said 1t was the 
U .S.S. Olympia which made the long 
dash around South America during the 
Spanish-American \Var to reinforce our 
naval forces at Cuba. It WaS. of course, 
the Oregon. which Captain Clark com­
manded, and not the Olympia. the lat­
ter having been Admiral -Dewey's f lag­
ship at Manila and a cruiseI' to boot. 
And the Oregon didn't actually go 
around Cape Horn. it went through the 
Straits of Magellan. To paraphrase a 
remark made by the late Mayor F. H. 
LaGuardia . when we make a mistake, 
it's a beaut. 

"When Captain Clark 's appointment 
on the difficult and dangerous voyage 
from the Pacific to the Atlantic was 
being considered. one of his friends was 
asked. 'Does 'he have the stickcto-it-ive· 
ness to take hIm clear through?' The 
fdend replied. 'Did you ever see him 
play chess?' And then went on to ex­
plain that 'strategy as leamed on the 
chess board is not a bad training as a 
preliminary to naval tactics,' Captain 
Clark's determination when playing 
c hess won him the appointment. For 'his 
distingnIshed service in bringing the 
Oregon around South AmeriCa and the 
role it played at Santiago, he was ad­
vanced six numbers in rank and retired 
in 1905 as a Real' Admiral. We are sorry 
our na val expert was off d uty yesterday. 
And 1'01' that matter, we're also sorry 
that so many more of Soviet Russia's 
millions play chess these days than do 
Americans."
