events the line inaugurated in the game. 
Taimanov- Botvinllik (CHESS REVIEW, 
page 89, Mat'eh, 1953). This month, we 
have all of three examples of the line. 
illustrating as many different features 
of It. (For the other eX:lmples, see 
this page and next.) 

Usually, White is well off in this line 
if he can establish a Pawn majority on 
the King·side. The point is dmstically 
exemplified in the following game.
