The ratings are calculat· 
ed, however, quite as usual. We "rate" all games in C HESS REVIEW tour· 
neys. It is an "open" tournament because we cannot pretend to "seed" 
candidates for a championship and because it gives the weaker players a 
cbance to gain by experience against stronger ones.
