however, extending to “psychedelic” chess.

HERE is another of our American com-
posers, subdued, vet an expert in method-
ical analysis. Diesen's study depicis ac-
curate tempo play.

ercises show affinity with Grigoriev’s
didaectic end-game positions of highly in-
structive wvalue.

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MATULOVICH 22 vs. UHLMANN -

Post-Skopje and Prelude to Sousse
Recounted by Dr. PETAR TRIFUNOVICH

This year in Budapest in the period from the 25th of July to the
28th there finally terminated the last struggle for qualification to the

Interzonal Tournament in Tunisia.

Yugoslav Champion Milan Matulo-

vich eliminated in a play-off match the East German Grandmaster Woli-
gand Uhlmann in three games for a 2'2-1% score.

Uhlmann's defeat came as quite a sur-
prise. For, before the mateh, general
opinion was in his favor. According to
FIDE rules, the match had to be for
four games, with at least 2% points to
determine the winner. Matulovich suc-
ceeded in winning the first and third
games, both with White, and he drew
the second. So the fourth game was
dropped as unnecessary. And Matulovieh
jeined the other three Yugoslav grand-
masters in the entry list for Tunisia;
Svetozar Gligorich, Borislav Ivkov and
Aleksandar Matanovich.

In the writer's previous accounts in
CHESS REVIEW, he had already pre-
dicted Uhlmann would face a serious
rival in Matulovich and it was difficult
to say who would win. Proghostications
as such went by the board for this writer
as he served as Matulovich's second. For
both playvers performed very badly. It
conld be said, per the outcome, that
Matulovieh won easily, But he could
easily have lost the two games which
he won if Uhlmann had profited by the
chances which were offered him. In so
short a match, the beller nerves and
even luck prevail, and victory in the first
game is a great advantage.

Uhlmann was far below his normal
[orm. Unaccustomed to rearmost stand-
ing, he had not vet recovered from his
last place in the grandmaster tournament
in Moscow. Also, he prepared improperly
for this match: sunbathing and swim-
ming in Lake Balathon near Budapest
are not conducive to the concentration
needed for chess competition. He played
unsteadily and made grave errors so it
is as fair Lo say that he lost the mateh
as that Matulovich won it. Here is an

example from the third game;

Matulovich
Whita has emerged in the port of a
quiet draw, but Black, who had long
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stood betier, cannot reconcile himself to
the changed position and tries to force a
win, blindly: 36 . . .

For months, Matulovich prepared by
analyzing the FFrench Defense, for Uhl-
mann adopts it persistently., So Matulo-
vich considered himsell well prepared
and expected to ecatch his great rival
thereby. At the wvery beginning of the
mateh, however, he confided his secret
arsenal to his second, and how disap-
pointed he was to learn that his prepara-
tions were of doubtful value,

The first game is characteristic and
also of theoretical value in the opening.
Matulovich won thanks of Uhlmann's er-
rors after Uhlmann had decidedly turned
back Matulovich in the opening. It is
significant that Matulovich had not the
courage to discuss the French again in
the third game. He told the writer: “I
prefer to play a chess game rather than
depend on analysis.” But his play is
nonetheless based on prepared analyses
—80, in effect, he was confessing TUhl-
mann was the better prepared in the
Frenhch Defense,

The Twenty-first Annual Golden Knights

HE current edition of the Golden Knights tournament is now under
way, and entries are acceptable until November 30, 1968. It is con-

ducted under CHESS REVIEW’s Rules and Regulations for Postal Chess,
as mailed with assignments, and with the special rules given helow.
Per Rule 1, all play must be from within the continental USA and Canada.

To speed play for the first round, we group all the entries received

geographically so far as possible.

Otherwise. entries are matched off

into 7 man groups strictly in the order of our receipt of their applica-

tions.

Qualifiers to the later rounds are grouped likewise in order of

qualification (except multiple entrants), but without regard to geography.

In effect, the Golden Knights is an

“open” tournament, without re-

gard to our rating classes so far as the entry goes. The ratings are calculat-

ed, however, quite as usual.

Special Rules for the 1968 Golden Knights Tournaments.

Consult the following rules whenever
any question arises as to your chances
for qualifying to Semi-finals or Finals or
for weighted point score, etc.

1 CHESS REVIEW's 21th Annual Gold-
en Knights Postal Chess Chumpionship Tour-
nament is open to all persons living in the
continental United States of America and in
Canada, except CHESS REVIEW's em-
ployvees, contributing editors and members
of their families,

2 Any contestant who enters this tourna-
ment under a pseudonym or in the name of
another person will be disqualified. All un-
finished games of the disqualified contest-
ant will be scored as wins [or ais opponents,

3 Two qualifying rounds and one final
round will be played. In all three rounds,
contestants will compete in sections of sev-
en playvers. lfach contestant in a section will
play one game ve. each of six opponents.
Forfeit wins count as game points.

4 All contestants who score 4 or nore
game points in the preliminary round will
gualify for the semi-final round. Similarly,
all qualified semi-finallsts who score 4 or
more game points in the semi-final round
will qualify for the final round. If additional
plavers (from 1 to 6) are required Lo com-
piete the last section of the second or third
round, these plavers will be selected from
among contestanls who scored 31 points in
the previous round and in the order of their
CHIISES REVIEW Postal Ratings at the time
the lasi section starts,

5 Ilixcept as provided in Rule 4, contest-
ants who score less than 4 points in elther
of the gualifying rounds will not be eligible
for the announced cash and emblem prizes.
Each of these eliminated contestants, how-
ever, upon completion of all his scheduled
games in this tournament, will receive one
free entry (worth $2.50) into a CITESS RE-
VIEW Postal Chess Class Tournament and
can apply, instead, for eniry to a Prize
Tournament (worth $4.00) at $2.00 only.

6 A First Prize of $250.00 and 74 other
cash prizes will be awarded by CHESS RE-
VIEW in accordance with the published
schedule of prizes to those 75 qualified final-
ists who achieve the highest total scores
{gea rule 7) in the three rounds of the tour-
nament, Every qualified finalist will be
awarded the emblem of the Golden Knight
upon completion of all his scheduled games.

8 In the case of ties,
finalists tle for {irst pluce, achieving the
same total score, as computed in Rule 7,
then the first 2 or more prizes will be re-
served [or those finalists and the prizes will
be awarded in accordance with the scores
achieved by them in a tie-breaking match or
round-robin contest in which each contestant
will play not less than 2 games with every
other tied contestant. Ties for other cash
prizes will be broken in the same manner.

separate individuals. No contestant, how-
ever, may win more than one prize, and a
player who gqualifies for more than one sec-
tion of the final round will be awarded his
prize on the basis of the total score achieved
by only one of his entries. (The entry mak-
ing the highest total score will be taken.)
Multiple entries will be placed in different
sections of each round. See Rule 11.
