Index “items” are not truly indicative
of the true frequency of openings in mas-
ter play or of number of games in CHESS
Review, First, some items are in Caviar,
Solitaire or Postal games, etc. And, con-
versely, some openings run two or three
times on a same page (but are listed here
once). Also, some complete and a few
partial sub-games (games within the
notes) are not specially listed under open-
ings (but the plavers are in “Games In-
dexed by Players” as these items may aid
some readers to study how the players
utilize those debuts).

Generally, for transpositions in the
openings, we have listed hoth “openings,”
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especially, e.g., for the English which can
lead to many openings. The Pire,
Robatsch, etc. complex seems .to be rep-
resented only by true Pires in this issue.

Not too much can be deduced, as in-
dicated above, from these items as to
frequency and hence popularity of the
various openings, Nor should much be
in any case from games selected for pub-
lication as they are chosen for the merit
of play, rather than to represent openings,
and disproportionately for the spectacular
finish—or for newsworthiness.

Of the general scene, however, it may
be noted that the Sicilian remains very
popular. Yet, paradoxically, there has

been an attempted surge away from it.
Black has resorted somewhat unsuccess-
fully to the French, a little to the Caro-
Kann and the Pire and notably to defend-
ing against the Ruy Lopez. And White,
curiously but perhaps because analyses
are piling up, has also run a bit from the
Sicilian (Spassky did by employing the
Closed Variation against the Sicilian)
using more Queen Pawn and English
Openings,

From the Queen’s Gambit, Black con-
tinues to turn most popularly to the
King’s Indian, next to the Nimzo-Indian
hut also with a continued interest in the
late-developed Benoni.

POSTAL CHESS CHAMPIONSHIP

The Twenty-second Annual Golden Knights

HE current edition of the Golden Knights tournament is now under

way, and entries are acceptable until November 30, 1969. It is con-
ducted under CHESS REVIEW’s Rules and Regulations for Postal Chess,
as mailed with assignments, and with the special rules given below.

Per Rule 1, all play must be from within the continental USA and Canada;
players leaving this area must withdraw or be withdrawn.

To speed play for the first round, we group all the entries received

geographically so far as possible.

Otherwise, entries are matched off

into 7 man groups strictly in the order of our receipt of their applica-

tions.

Qualifiers to the later rounds are grouped likewise in order of

qualification (except multiple entrants), but without regard to geography.

In effect, the Golden Knights is an “open” tournament, without re-
gard to our rating classes so far as the entry goes. The ratings are calculat-
ed, however, quite as usual. We “rate” all games in CHEss REVIEW tour-
neys. It is an “open’ tournament because we cannot pretend to “seed”
candidates for a championship and because it gives the weaker players a
chance to gain by experience against stronger ones.

Special Rules for the 1969 Golden Knights Tournaments.

Consult the following rules whenever
any question arises as to your chances
for qualifying to Semi-finals or Finals or
for weighted point score, erc.

1 CHESS REVIEW's 22d Annual Gold-
en Knights Postal Chess Championship lour-
nament is open to all persons living in the
continental United States of Ameriea and in
Canada, except CHESS REVIEW's em-
ployees, contributing editors and members
of their [amilies.

2 Any contestant who enters this tourna-
ment under a pseudonyin or in the name of
another person will be disqualified. All un-
finished games of the disqualified contest-
ant will be scored as wina for 158 opponents,

3 "T'wo qualifying rounds and one f{inal
routtd will be played. In all three rounds,
contestants will compete in sections of sev-
atl players, Each contestant in & section will
play one game vs. each of 3ix opponents.

the last section starts,

5 E=xcept as provided in Rule 4, contest-
ants who score less than 4 points in either
of the gqualifying rounds will not be eligible
for the announced cash and emblem prizes.
Each of these eliminated contestants, how-
ever, upon completion of all his scheduled
games in this tournament, will receive one
free entry (worth $2.50) into - a CHESS RE-
