Game reports sent in time for receipt by
dates indicated above are printed below,
But the players concerned should check to
see Lhat they are so published. To spot
them, look under your section number, first
by the key: e.g., 68-C (indicating Class Tour-
ney begun In 1868) and by number (466)
given In text balow the key. See Rule 18.

Symbol f indlcates a win by forfeit with-
out rating credit; a shows a rating credlt
adjudication: df marks a double-forfeit.

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TENTH JUNIOR
WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP

Stockholm, August 10 - 29, 1969

Related by Dr. PETER TRIFUNOVICH

The tenth world championship for
those under twenly was contested In
Stockholm, Thirty-eight participated, two
from the host country, one each from
others, the contender from the Dominican
Republic not appearing. It is expected
that more than forty will participate in
1971,

The games from this competition may
not measure up to those of the elder mas.
ters, though of that the reader may best
judge from those presented on the follow-
ing pages—some are very worthy, indeed!
In any such estimation, however, this
event must be regarded as the reservoir

from which is flowing new strength into
chess. World Champion Boris Spassky
himself contended, winning the junior
title in 1955, Nor was he alone, Bent
Larsen of Denmark, Boris Ivkov and
Bruno Parma of Yugoslavia, Oscar Panno
of Argentina, Fridrik Olafsson of Iceland,
Klaus Darga of West Germany and Wil
liam Lombardy of the United States, all
first became junior world champions,
then laler were affirmed as grandmasters.

The participants this year as in others
had to be divided into preliminary sec-
tions, six of six or seven contenders each,
with the two first in each section to qual-

ify to the championship finals, Group A,
and the next two in Group B of the con-
solations and the remainder in a Swiss
System (because more participated there)
in Group C.

Composing the preliminary sections
was a special problem, For they must be
of approximately equal strength, and
many of the “candidates” were perforce
of unknown quality. The FIDE proposed
that each contender list all in the order
of strength as he saw it. The player with
the lowest number, i.e. the most “1”s be-
comes No, 1, and so on. Seemingly a
simple and Jlogical process.

As grandmaster Trifunovich remarked,
however, none there could actually list
all 38 in order, he himself could not esti.
mate the strengths of more than eight.
And, if one section turned out to have
three or more of the top players, the
whole system would prove unfair; for
numbers three and four would be out of
the championship finals. So he proposed
that the six known strongest be allotted
one to a preliminary section.

A discussion ensued. FIDE President
Folke Rogard then remarked: “Why can.
not we determine the twelve strongest and
allot two to each section?” And, after
a short discussion, this proposal was ac-
cepted. In the outcome, the selections
were: Section 1 J. Kaplan, the defending
champion from Puerto Rico and Neckar
of Czechoslovakia: 2 Karpov of the USSR
and McKay of Scotland; 3 Andersson of
Sweden and Rogoff of the USA; 4
Adorjan of Hungary and Sumiacher of
Argentina; 5 Vujacich of Yugoslavia and
Juhnke of West Germany: and 6 Ermen.
kov of Bulgaria and Vogt of East Ger-
many.

And the remaining places in the pre.
lims were filled by lottery.

The determination of the twelve peers
was, by and large upheld; and numbers
1 and 2 generally came through with
preponderant scores. In section 3, Ulf
Andersson, the great trust of Swedish
chess qualified readily, but Rogoff was
displaced by the Roumanian Urzica. If
this was an upset or a logical correction
is too hard to answer, for this commenta-
tor at least; but there were many who
deemed Urzica as the stronger. In sec-
tion 4, there was a real upset: the Argen.
tinian Sumiacher fell away, and the
Columbian Castro, a completely unknown

player took a clear first, upholding the
reputation of Colombians who have tra-
ditionally surprised in the past. The
second in this group was the predicted
favorite, Adorjan, and he did qualify.
Section 5 was the most level group; and,
though the favorites, Juhnke and Vujacich
did quality, they did so only very nar-
rowly, after a hard and uncertain fight.
Section 0 offered the greatest surprise:
Ermenkov, considered a sure finalist fell
out, and Diaz of Cuba replaced him.

The Humarn Note - No. 1

The tournament was played in two
halls, just big enough that the players,
only, could fit comfortably. So, the first
day, one hall was thronged: it was im-
possible to move about. Apparently, one
thought, chess in Sweden is very popular.
But a head count showed only 40 or 50
visitors, and this on the first day, and a
Sunday, Your commentator noted that
interest did seem to center on one game,
hut he gave little heed to that. Then sud-
denly, the hall became empty, so that
one could walk about comfortably. What
had happened? Nearly all the games
were running. But it was simple really,

the one game over was that of Ulf Anders-

son and the Belgian Meulders, and the
favorite of the Swedish public had won.

The Final Tournaments

The really important event in the series
of events in the Junior World Champion-
ship was of course the Final A Tourna-
ment, It was here that was decided who
was to be the Junior World Champion,

and here, presumably, the best games
were played.

The Final B and the Final C tourna-
ments were in the nature of consolation

events. They offered some satisfaction for
those who fell out from the top competi-
tion. It was not so much to determine
who would be 18th or 38th in the rank-
ing list of youngsters as to furnish some
further competition and interest especially
for such as Sumiacher who came all the
way from Argentina, or Green from New
Zealand, rather than have them go back
home after a mere five rounds in the
prelims.

But that explanation raises the ques.
tion: was it necessary to have so many
come so far? And next time the number
will grow, So why not have zonal elimina-
tions, as for the (senior) world cham-
pionship? Some such arrangement to
bring the final tournament, and the f{inal
assemblage, down to sixteen competitors
seems advisable,

Final A Tournament

At the beginning of the whole affair,
common opinion was that the title would
go again to Julio Kaplan of Puerto Rico,
the defending champion. The most serious
challenger was the Russian Anatolii
Karpov, but he was quite unknown and,
in the preliminary round, not much at.
tention was paid to him. The Swedes had
ereat faith in their favorite, Ulf Anders.
son, who had indeed great confidence and
fine talent, After viewing the previously
unknown Colombian Castro and his sud-
den rise in the prelims, others expected
him to stage another upset in the Finals.
And the Hungarian Adorjan was seen to
be a very strong player though he had
less backing.

As the Final A Tournament began, the
enigma from Colombia was solved. Castro
again arranged a surprise; but, this time,
it was contrariwise: he started with four
straight defeats, Either his previous suc.

Poor Castrn
declared after these four results, he was
so upset he had even forgotten his name,
and indeed he finished last.

For Andersson, alse, expectations died
quickly. His first two opponents were too
strong. He did draw, indeed, after stub-
born defenses but immediately succeed-
ing he encountered Karpov who defeated
him. Then, with a loss to Neckar of
Czechoslovakia, too, Andersson could have
no great expectations: two points behind
is too much, even though Andersson did
score more handsomely later.

As the favorite for {first place, Kaplan
was regarded with interest from the first
day of the Finals. But, to the common sur.
prise, he lost in round 4 to the young
Scot McKay, And, if that was not enough
to set back his aspirations, while the Rus-
sian Karpov was amassing win after win,
he lost also in round 7 to Urzica of Rou-
mania and thereafter he played consider.
ably under his strength. He had lost his
zest for the tournament.

Meanwhile, Karpov simply kept on win-
ning. After round 5. it was evident to
everyone that he would win the tourna-
ment. And it was not till round 9 that he
was held to a draw, by the Hungarian
Adorjan; but, by then, two rounds before
the finish, he had secured the champion-
ship.

And the interest for the other places
was small.

It was not really a fight: Karpov had
no real rival, and his victory leaves the
impression that he was superior to all
the other participants in the competition.
And that impression grows when vou look
over his games. Some time before, Bot-
vinnik gave an interview after the Rus-
sian Junior Championship. He asserted
that Karpov is the strongest junior in the
Soviet Union, as was quite believable,
and that he expected him to win the Jun-
ior World Championship—that last this
commentator could not quite believe, ex.
cept that one knows, if Botvinnik says
something, it is important, Now this com-
mentator is convinced. There are not
many grandmasters capable of turning

game as Karpov did against Andersson.

Karpov as winner of this tournament
automatically gained the title of Inter-
national Master, but he already disposes
of the slrength of a grandmaster. He was
not well known, and his success comes as
a surprise even though he won the last
USSR Junior Championship and was first
in the Niemeyer Tournament in Holland.
He was born May 23, 1951, in Zlatousti
in South Ural and is too old again to
compete in the junior championship.

The Consolation Tournaments

It may be a surprise that Torre of the
Philippines won first place in the Final
B group. But he played very well and
surely, going undefeated. Chess in the
Philippines has shown a marked gain.
The name Torre (though of another coun.
try) is famous, and perhaps is to be so
again. The American Rogoff was the pre-
favorile in this group and led all the way
till one round before the end. But he did
not take his last two games seriously
enough, allowing an easy draw with Wil-
liams of England and then losing in a
decisive last-round game with the ulti-
mate winner Torre.

In the Final C group, it is enough to
say that first and second places were
shared by Sumiacher of Argentina and
Sznapik of Poland. That gives, with the
tables of the other two Finals, the listing
of the first 26 players in this monster tour-
nament.

For one last remark, addressed to the
FIDE, the patron of this competition, it
must be said that the finals were played
non-stop over eleven days. That is too
much and too tiring for the production of
fine chess, Many of these young men, yes,
despite their youth. were tired and it
showed plainly in their last-round games,

Lara Backstrom was tournament diree-
tor, and he performed his duty perfectly.

This commentator came as the see-
ond for the young Greek Georg Makro-
poulos of Iraklion, a city in Crete,
A real youngster of sixteen who would
jump ahout In the street, to touch any-
thing high, write letters in the sand, and
so on, he lost successively for four rounds
to the dismay of his trainer, this narrator.
Then he spotted a slot machine and could
not be restrained from trying it. With
the merchandize, he received a “fortune”
which stated: “You must change your
mind!” When it was translated to him
from the Swedish, he declared, like a
shot, “It is for you!”

Makropoulos
then began to play well, and won five
games in & Trow.

HE current edition of the Golden Knights tournament is now under

way, and entries are acceptable until November 30, 1969. It is con-
ducted under CHESS REVIEW’s Rules and Regulations for Postal Chess,
as mailed with assignments, and with the special rules given below.

Per Rule 1, all play must be from within the continental USA and Canada;
players leaving this area must withdraw or be withdrawn,

To speed play for the first round, we group all the entries received

geographically so far as possible.

Otherwise, entries are matched off

mto 7 man groups strictly in the order of our receipt of their applica-

tions.

Qualifiers to the later rounds are grouped likewise in order of

qualification (except multiple entrants), but without regard to geography.

In effect, the Golden Knights is an “open” tournament, without re-
gard to our rating classes so far as the entry goes. The ratings are calculat-
ed, however, quite as usual. We “rate’ all games in CHESs REVIEW tour-
neys.
